How to introduce yourself and greet others, use British Sign Language to finger spell and improve your deaf awareness
and communication skills.

» Demonstrate deaf awareness by ensuring more visible communication and surroundings including facing the person
you are signing to and ensuring you are clearly visible.

« Communicate with deaf people who use BSL by greeting, asking and answering simple questions, using a range of
vocabulary to describe people, animals and objects.

» Hold a short conversation by communicating in simple sentences using BSL sentence structure appropriately.
 Improve your finger spelling to support communication.
