Participants will leave the course with some great prints as well as 
improved knowledge, skill and understanding.
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What will I learn on this course?
1. Experiment with at least 2 different printmaking techniques from:  Lino, screen, gelli plate and drypoint.
2.  Experiment with at least 2 different of print making surfaces.
3.  Develop at least 1 printmaking technique to produce at least 2 different prints.
