You will need to prepare the following tools and equipment before the start of the course:

For your first lesson please bring the following:

- A selection of seasonal flowers such as : tulips, daffodils, iris, twigs in bud or blossom, and or other flowers such as
roses in seasonal colours.

- A large handful of foliage (e.g rosemary, bay, pittosporum) a mixture is good , possibly from the garden.
- 12 Floral foam ring (oasis)

- Apron to protect your clothes (optional)

- Scissors (preferably floristry scissors)

- An old tea towel or kitchen roll

- Secateurs, small wire cutters (optional)

- Camera/phone (optional) to record your work and others

- Pen and paper

Please take into consideration the cost of flowers when booking this course, this could be around £10-15 per week but
it is possible to cut costs by using materials from the garden and re -using materials from one week to the next where
possible.
