Learners will:

1. Navigate around Microsoft Word, and use the functions on the Ribbon — creating a new document, opening an

existing document, editing and saving a document.

Use file management techniques to organise, copy and paste your files.
Format text and change font, size and style.

Find, insert, copy, paste, move, wrap and resize images.

Align text with bullets.

Use headers and footers, and using proof reading tools in Word.
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Is this course suitable for me?

This entry-level course is suitable for those with prior knowledge of computers, using the internet and who want a basic
introduction to word processing. It is suitable if you have little or no experience of the program.

A good standard of spoken and written English is required and it is essential to be able to follow and understand verbal
and written instructions.

You may wish to bring your own fully-charged tablet or laptop after the first week, so you can practise on your own
device. Note that most of the locations that we use do have wi -fi available but the quality cannot be guaranteed.
