It has 
been designed to prepare learners for further learning and training, while 
developing an understanding of the teaching and learning environment in a 
school setting, how to support the well-being of a child or young person, and 
child and young person development.
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What will I learn on this course?
Unit 1 – Understand schools as organisations
The aim of this unit is to provide the learner with the knowledge needed to understand schools as organisations. 
Unit 2 - Understand how to keep children and young people healthy, safe and well
The aim of this unit is to provide the learner with the knowledge and understanding needed for children to be healthy 
and well. The unit considers areas and patterns of child development and explores issues around keeping children 
safe.
Unit 3 - Understand how to communicate with children, young people and adults
The aim of this unit is to provide the learner with the knowledge and understanding needed to communicate effectively 
with children, young people and adults.

This qualification is suitable for anyone wanting to gain knowledge and skills in working in a school environment.

Learners will need to attend an Advice and Guidance meeting prior to enrolling.
