Alongside lively discussions, you'll be guided through practical exercises using 
watercolours, inks, and Japanese sumi-e to create small artworks inspired by 
real or imagined journeys. You'll reflect on your own experiences of place and 
memory, creating sketchbook responses or small paintings along the way. This 
course is about seeing the world through an artist's eyes—no passport or prior 
experience required.

1. Identify how travel has influenced artistic expression across different times and cultures from at least 2 
different artists
2. Experiment with painting techniques including watercolour to produce at least 2 experiments / responses
3. Create at least 1 personal responses to place, memory, and imagination through art
