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What Will I Learn On This Course?
By the end of the course, learners will: 

1. Confidently produce observational drawings using at least two different materials (e.g., pencil, charcoal, pen & 
ink), demonstrating accuracy in proportion, line, and form.

2. Create at least two paintings using different media (e.g., watercolours, acrylics or soft pastels), applying 
observational skills to develop composition, colour mixing, and surface techniques.

3. Create original artworks that explore at least two different artistic styles or movements, such as Impressionism, 
Expressionism, or Realism, demonstrating an understanding of their key characteristics and applying them to your own 
creative work.

Whether you would like to learn new creative skills or to investigate the possibility of a new art -based career, MAE 
Community Learning courses can provide you with a stepping stone to progress
