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What Will I Learn On This Course?
Learners will: 
1. Develop your drawing ability using at least 2 different dry media
2. Apply at least 2 different artistic techniques to your work, such as perspective, light, shadow, working from still 
life, working from landscapes. 
3. Develop your ability to paint/work in at least 2 of the following:  watercolour, acrylic, water based or traditional 
oils
