2. Improve painting skills by working confidently with oil paints and related media, exploring techniques such as
colour mixing, layering, and texture creation.

3. Produce at least two original pieces of artwork that demonstrate the effective use of the drawing and painting
skills learned during the course.

Learners will need the following tools and equipment please do not purchase until you are sure the course will run:

You will need to prepare the following tools and equipment before the start of the course:

. Set of oil paints (primary colours plus black and white recommended to start)

. A selection of brushes suitable for oil painting (various sizes, including flat and round, filbert brushes)
. A palette for mixing colours

. Palette knives for mixing and applying paint

. Canvas boards or stretched canvases for painting

. A sealable container for odourless solvent (e.g., low-odour white spirit/ turpentine)

. Linseed oil or another suitable medium

. Rags or paper towels for cleaning

. An apron or old clothing to protect against spills

Additional materials may be suggested as the course progresses, and your tutor will provide guidance before you make
any further purchases.

Will There Be Additional Costs?

Learners are expected to provide their own materials for most activities; however, easels and drawing boards will be
available for use. A list of required materials will be shared at relevant points during the course. Please speak with the
tutor before making significant purchases.
