GRADING

The Pearson BTEC Level 2 Certificate in Art and Design Skills is graded P to D.

Each learning and teaching module defines the range of content that learners will cover. The assessment evidence
produced is presented and assessed against assessment units. Assessment units are each assessed against five
criteria, which are graded on a scale of Distinction, Merit, Pass and Unclassified

To be awarded a qualification, learners must achieve a minimum of Pass in all assessment criteria in each assessment
unit.

You will be assessed through a range of unit assignments which will go toward your overall grade at the end of the
course.
